And, as you’d expect from what was previously a plumber’s own home, 22 National Street boasts 
only the best in state-of-the-art plumbing fixtures including water temperature controls and automatic 
bath fills as well as a sizable water tank. 
 
Frank Reale believes that having been being born and bred in the Inner West he can say with 
certainty that 22 National Street also offers one of Rozelle’s best locations. 
 
“This stunning terrace home is nestled in a quiet cul-de-sac but is literally just around the corner from 
Darling Street’s many exciting attractions,” he explains.
